Understanding Atrial Fibrillation

AF is a growing heart issue that impacts more than 37 million people worldwide1. It is one of the most common cardiac arrhythmias, in which the upper chambers of the heart or atria, quiver or beat very fast and irregularly so the heart cannot effectively pump blood to the rest of the body. 
Ablation, a common treatment option for those with AF, targets the cause of irregular heart rhythms by creating scar tissue and lesions. However, current, traditional ablation technologies can cause unwanted injury to surrounding tissues. The use of pulsed electric fields through an ablation catheter offers a novel, non-thermal approach by targeting heart tissues to interrupt irregular pathways in the heart and avoid unwanted injury to surrounding tissues.


Researching the Next Level of High-Quality Patient Care with Novel Technology
