Social Media Tips and Suggested Content 

Consider leveraging your existing Facebook and Twitter channels to help raise visibility of your institution as a leading center for cryptogenic stroke care and treatment. Please feel free to adapt and customize the below content as appropriate to meet the needs and style guidelines of your hospital.
Twitter:
· Because Twitter has a character limit of 140 characters (including spaces), content must be concise and to the point.
· If possible, it’s even better to keep tweets to around 120 characters (including spaces) so that followers can re-tweet them.
· Using photos, hashtags and tagging accounts with @ mentions within the tweet can help increase engagement.
Facebook:
· Facebook posts can be longer than tweets, but we recommend keeping the posts concise to tease the full story and keep fans engaged to click on a link to learn more.
· Facebook now allows the use of hashtags to track conversations so we recommend using where appropriate.
· Visuals help increase engagement on your page, so whenever appropriate, include relevant images/videos/multimedia along with your post.
